Course Core 15 Credit points (Students who achieved a final scaled score of 50 percent or more in Chemistry ATAR within the
past three years should seek an exemption for CHE140 Fundamentals of Chemistry. (Students who have completed previous
chemistry not stated above should also consult their Academic Chair for clarification of their enrolment requirements.)

CWB Major 24 Credit points. The Conservation and Wildlife Biology major includes 21 Credit points of Core units and 3 Credit
points from a Specified Elective.

ESM Major 24 Credit points. The Environmental Science and Management major includes 12 Credit points of Core units and 12
Credit points of Specified Electives (either group A or group B).
