Part 1 — Preliminary

Short title
This Act may be cited as the Animal Welfare Act 2002,

Commencement
This Act comes into operation on aday fixed by proclamation®.

Different days may be fixed under subsection (1) for different
provisions.

Content and intent

This Act provides for the protection of animals by —

(& regulating the people who may use animals for scientific
purposes, and the manner in which they may be used;
and

(b) prohibiting cruelty to, and other inhumane or improper
treatment of, animals.

This Act intendsto —

(@) promote and protect the welfare, safety and health of
animals;

(b) ensurethe proper and humane care and management of
all animals in accordance with generally accepted
standards; and

(c) reflect the community’s expectation that people who are
in charge of animals will ensure that they are properly
treated and cared for.

Act bindsthe Crown

This Act binds the Crown in right of the State and, so far asthe
legislative power of Parliament permits, in all its other
capacities.

Unlicensed use of animalsfor scientific purposes prohibited

A person must not use animals for scientific purposes unless —

(@ thepersonis—
(i) ascientific establishment that holds; or

(i) amember of staff of, or a student at, a scientific
establishment that holds,

alicence authorising that use;

(b) theanimal ethics committee of the scientific
establishment has given approval, in accordance with the
scientific use code, for that person to so use the animals;
and

(c) the person usesthe animalsin accordance with that
licence and approval.

Penalty: $50 000 and imprisonment for 5 years.

A licensed scientific establishment must not alow animals to be
used for scientific purposes at a place to which that licence
relates unless that use is permitted under subsection (1).

Penalty: $50 000 and imprisonment for 5 years.

Carrying on business supplying animalsfor scientific
purposes

Subject to subsection (2), a person must not carry on a business
of supplying animals for use for scientific purposes except in
accordance with alicence authorising the person to do so.

Penalty: $50 000 and imprisonment for 5 years.

Subsection (1) does not apply to a person carrying on a business
of supplying faunathat the person is licensed or authorised
under the Wildlife Conservation Act 1950 to take for the
purposes of that business.
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8. Application for issue or renewal of licence

(1) Anapplication for the issue or renewal of alicenceisto be
made to the Minister in the prescribed form and manner and is
to be accompanied by the prescribed fee and any prescribed
information.

(2) Anapplicant must provide to the Minister any other information
relating to the application that the Minister reasonably requires
for the proper consideration of the application.

(3) Anapplication for the renewal of alicence must be made no
later than 42 days before the day on which the licence is due to
expire or at such later time as the Minister, having regard to
section 10(2)(b), allows.

0. Mattersto be considered
(1) The Minister must not issue or renew alicence to use animals
for scientific purposes unless the Minister is satisfied that —
(8 thescientific establishment either —
(i) hasananimal ethics committee; or

(i)  has made arrangements for the animal ethics
committee for another scientific establishment to
act asits animal ethics committee;

(b) the scientific establishment complies with, and will
continue to comply with, the scientific use code.

(c) whether alicence held by the applicant has ever been
suspended or revoked or the applicant has ever been
disqualified from holding alicence;

(d) whether the welfare, safety and health of the animalsis
adequately protected;

(e) any prescribed matters; and

(f) whether, in al other respects, the Minister considersit
appropriate for the applicant to hold the licence.

10. Minister toissue or renew or declinetoissueor renew

(1) After considering an application in accordance with section 9
the Minister isto —

(@) issueor renew the licence in the prescribed form; or

(b) declineto issue or renew the licence.

(2) If the Minister declinesto issue or renew alicence the Minister
isto give to the applicant written notice setting out the decision
and the reasons for it —

(@ inthecaseof an application for the issue of alicence, no
more than 28 days after the decision is made; and

(b) inthe case of an application for arenewal, at least
21 days before the current licence expires.

11. Conditions on licences

(1) Every licenceis subject to the conditions prescribed in respect

of licences of aclass to which the licence belongs.

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(2) Conditions prescribed for the purposes of subsection (1) may
deal with any matter relating to the welfare, safety and health of
the animalsincluding —

(@ theplace at which the animals may be used or kept;

(b) codes of practice (other than the scientific use code) that
must be complied with;

(c) theconditions under which the animals are, or are not, to
be kept;

(d) thefacilities and equipment that are, or are not, to be
used in relation to the animals;

(e) the proceduresto be followed by the licensee and the
licensee’ s staff and students in specified situations; and

(f) thepeople who are, or are not, to be involved in the care
of the animals.

(3) Itisasoacondition of each licence to use animals for scientific
purposes that animals must not be used for scientific purposes
unless they are used in accordance with the scientific use code.

12. Further conditions may be imposed

(1) When issuing or renewing alicence the Minister may impose
such other conditions as are set out in, or provided to the
licensee with, the licence.

(2) TheMinister may amend or remove the conditionsimposed on a
licence under this section by giving at least 21 days written
notice of the amendment to the licensee.

(3 Conditionsimposed under this section may deal with any matter
in respect of which conditions could be prescribed for the
purposes of section 11(1).

13. Licensee to ensure staff and students comply with conditions

A licensee must take al reasonable steps to ensure that the
licensee’ s staff and students comply with the conditions to
which the licence is subject.

Display of licence and code of practice

Subject to subsection (2), alicensee must cause a copy of the
licence to be exhibited to the public at each place where —
(@ animasare used for scientific purposes; or

A licensee need not cause a copy of the licence to be exhibited
at places where field work isbeing carried out (field site) but if

15. Duration of alicence

A licence remainsin force for 3 years or any shorter period
specified in it, unless before then it is suspended or revoked or
the licensee is disqualified from holding the licence.

16. Licencenot transferable

A licenceis not transferable.

17. Suspension and revocation

(1) The Minister may, by giving written notice to the licensee,
suspend alicence for up to 3 monthsif the Minister is satisfied
that —

(@ thelicensee has, or any of the licensee's staff or students
have, committed an offence under this Act since the
licence was issued or last renewed;

(b) if thelicence was due for renewal, the Minister would
not, having regard to the criteria set out in section 9,
renew it;

(c) inthecaseof alicenceto use animalsfor scientific
purposes, the relevant animal ethics committee has
failed to comply with the scientific use code in relation
to the licensee’ s use of animals; or

(d) for any other reason the welfare, safety and health of an
animal would be under threat if the licence remained in
force.

(2) TheMinister may, by giving written notice to the licensee,
revoke alicence if —

(@ theMinister is satisfied that the licence was obtained by
fraud or misrepresentation; or

(b) thelicenceis suspended and the Minister is satisfied,
during the 14 days before the end of the suspension
period, that the licensee has not taken reasonabl e steps to
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ensure that the grounds for the suspension have been
remedied and will not recur.

(3) When revoking alicence the Minister may also disqualify the
licensee from applying for another licence before the date on
which the revoked licence would have lapsed if it had not been
revoked.

(4) Beforeexercising apower referred to in subsection (1) or (2) the
Minister isto —
(& dgivethelicensee written notice —

(i) stating the intention to suspend or revoke the
licence;

(if)  setting out the grounds for the intended
suspension or revocation; and
(iii)  advising that the licensee has 7 days (or any
longer period the Minister considers appropriate)
within which to respond to the notice;
and

(b) have dueregard to any response to the notice made
within that time.

(5 A licensee must deliver a suspended or revoked licence to the
Minister as soon as practicable, and in any event within 7 days,
after the suspension or revocation.

Penalty: $2 000.
(6) Subject to subsection (2)(b), a suspended licence delivered to
the Minister under subsection (5) isto be returned to the

licensee as soon as practicable after the end of the suspension
period.

18. Register of licences

(1) TheCEOisto keep aregister of all licences showing, for each
licence —

(@ thename of the licensee;
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(b) whetheritisalicence —
(i) touseanimalsfor scientific purposes; or

(if)  tocarry on business supplying animals for use
for scientific purposes,

and in the case of subparagraph (i), the scientific
purposes for which the animals are or may be used;

(c) detailsof the places where the animals are or may be
used or kept;

(d) thedatesof issue, renewal and expiry;

(e) any conditions to which the licence is subject (other than
those imposed by section 11);

(f) detailsof any suspension or revocation of the licence or
disqualification of the licensee; and

(g0 any prescribed details.
(2) A licensee must notify the CEO of any changein the details

referred to in subsection (1)(a), (c) or (g) within 14 days of the
change occurring.

Penalty: $2 000.

(3 A person may, at any time during office hours —

(& inspect the register free of charge; and

(b) purchase acopy of, or an extract from, the register.
(4) The CEO isto ensurethat copies of, or extracts from, the

register are available and that the price at which they are sold
does not exceed the cost of providing them.

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Part 3 — Offences against animals

19. Cruelty to animals

(1) A person must not be cruel to an animal.
Penalty: Minimum — $2 000.
Maximum — $50 000 and imprisonment for 5 years.
(2) Without limiting subsection (1) a person, whether or not the

person is aperson in charge of the animal, is cruel to an animal
if the person —

() tortures, mutilates, maliciously beats or wounds, abuses,
torments, or otherwise ill-treats, the animal;

(b) usesaprescribed inhumane device on the animal;
(c) intentionaly or recklessly poisonsthe animal;

(d) doesany prescribed act to, or in relation to, the animal;
or

(e) inany other way causes the animal unnecessary harm.
(3) Without limiting subsection (1) a person in charge of an animal
iscruel to an animal if the anima —

(a) istransported in away that causes, or islikely to cause,
it unnecessary harm;

(b) isconfined, restrained or caught in a manner that —

(i) isprescribed; or

(if) causes, or islikely to cause, it unnecessary harm;
(c) isworked, driven, ridden or otherwise used —

(i) whenitisnot fit to be so used or has been over
used; or

(i) inamanner that causes, or islikely to cause, it
unnecessary harm;

(d) isnot provided with proper and sufficient food or water;

Defence — self-defence or protecting another person or an
animal

Subject to subsections (2) and (3), it is adefence to acharge
under section 19 for a person to prove that —

(@ theanima was attacking, or threatening to attack, the
person, another person or another animal;

(b) the person was defending himself or herself, another
person or an animal against the attack or threatened
attack; and

(c) theperson did not use more force than was reasonably
necessary.

Subsection (1) does not provide a defence to a person who, in
the course of, or for the purpose of, committing an unlawful act,
enters or attempts to enter a place or vehicle —

(@ of which the person who has actual physical custody or
control of the animal is the occupier or a guard; or

(b) occupied by the animal.

Subsection (1) does not provide a defence to a person if —
(@) the person provoked the attack or threatened attack;
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(b) the person permitted or encouraged another animal to
attack or threaten the animal the subject of the charge; or

(c) theanimal the subject of the charge was being used
by —
(i) apoliceofficer;
(i) aprison officer under the Prisons Act 1981; or
(iii) amember of —
() thearmed forces of the Commonwealth;
(1)  the Australian Federa Police;

(1) the Australian Quarantine and
Inspection Service; or

(IV) theAustralian Customs Service,

in the course of hisor her duties and the use of the
animal was not unreasonable in the circumstances.

21. Defence — veterinary care

It is adefence to a charge under section 19(1) (other than an
offence committed in circumstances described in

section 19(3)(g)) for a person to prove that the person was a
veterinary surgeon, or was acting on the instructions of a
veterinary surgeon, and was providing the animal with
veterinary care in accordance with generally accepted veterinary
practices.

22. Defence — authorised by law
It is adefence to a charge under section 19(1) for a person to
prove that the person —

(8 wasauthorised by or under awritten law to do the act
that is alleged to constitute the offence; and

(b) didthe act in a humane manner.
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23. Defence — normal animal husbandry
It is adefence to a charge under section 19(1) for a person to
prove that the act alleged to constitute the offence was done —

(@ inaccordance with a generally accepted animal
husbandry practice, other than a prescribed practice, that
iIsused in —

(i) farming or grazing activities,

(i)  the management of zoos, wildlife parks or
similar establishments;

(iii)  the management of animal breeding
establishments; or

(iv) thetraining of animals;
and
(b) inahumane manner.

24, Defence — killing pests

(1) Itisadefenceto acharge under section 19(1) for a person to
prove —

(a) that the act alleged to constitute the offence was done
while the person was attempting to kill pests;

(b) that the person was attempting to kill pestsin a manner
that is generally accepted as usual and reasonable for
killing pests of the kind the person was attempting to
kill; and

(c) if theanimal the subject of the charge was not a pest,
that the person took reasonabl e steps to ensure that
animals other than pests would not be harmed.

It is adefence to a charge under section 19(1) for a person to
prove that the person was acting in accordance with arelevant
code of practice.

Defence — stock fending for itself

It is adefence to a charge under section 19(1) committed in
circumstances described in section 19(3)(d), (e) or (f) for a
person to prove that —

(@ theanimal isstock of akind that isordinarily left to
roam at large on a pastoral property and to fend for
itself;

(b) the act alleged to constitute the offence does not involve

anything more than allowing the animal to so roam and

(c) the property on which the animal was roaming was
reasonably capable of sustaining all the animals that
were roaming on it.

(b) took reasonable steps to ensure that the animal would be
properly treated and cared for.

Defence — prescribed surgical or similar operations,
practices and activities

It is adefence to a charge under section 19(1) committed in
circumstances described in section 19(3)(g) for aperson to
prove that the person was a prescribed person, or wasin a

Possession of thingsintended to inflict cruelty

A person must not be in possession of any thing with the
intention of using the thing to inflict cruelty on an animal.
Penalty: $20 000 and imprisonment for one year.

It is a defence to a charge under subsection (1) for a person to
prove that the thing was a prescribed thing and that the person

was a prescribed person, or was in a prescribed class of persons,
in respect of the thing.

It is a defence to a charge under subsection (1) for a person to
prove that if the person had used the thing on or in relation to an
animal the person would have had a defence to aresulting
charge under section 19.

Shooting, hunting or fighting captive animals

A person must not engage in a prohibited activity.
Penalty: Minimum — $2 000.
Maximum — $50 000 and imprisonment for 5 years.

Without limiting subsection (1), a person engagesin a
prohibited activity if the person —

() takespartinit;

(b) spectatesat it;

(c) organisesit;

(d) promotesit;

(e) keepsan animal for the purpose of it;

(f) alowsit to occur at a place owned or operated by the

Division 1 — Appointment of inspectors

33. Appointment of general inspectors

(1) TheCEO isto appoint as genera inspectors —

whom the CEO considersto be suitably qualified or
experienced as the CEO considers necessary for the
purposes of the Act.

(@ theinspector (other than an inspector appointed under
subsection (2)(b)) ceases to be a member of the staff of
the RSPCA or of the department or local government the
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chief executive officer of which nominated him or her
(asthe case requires);

(b) theinspector resigns by written notice to the CEO; or
(c) theappointment isrevoked by the CEO.

(5 The CEO may appoint a general inspector as a scientific
inspector in relation to schools.

34. Appointment of scientific inspectors

(1) The CEO isto appoint as many scientific inspectors as are
required for the purposes of this Act.

(2) The CEO may appoint under subsection (1) any person the CEO
considersto be suitably qualified or experienced.

(3) Thetermsof appointment of a scientific inspector areto be
determined by the CEO and set out in the instrument of
appointment.

(4) An appointment under subsection (1) remainsin force for
5 years unless before then —

(8 theinspector resigns by written notice to the CEO; or
(b) the appointment is revoked by the CEO.

35. Restricted appointments
